Secretary’s Minutes

Treasurers Report

Trinity reported that we currently have $12,397.89 in the board account.  She did report that there are some things that have not been paid out yet.  A motion was carried by Dana Baize to approve the treasurer’s report and seconded by Toby Rock.  

There was also discussion about insurance at the new fields.  Trinity got a quote of $515 a year for the building and mower.  A motion was made by Robin Alvey to let Trinity check on the insurance and purchase it for the property and all if she feels like it is within reason and seconded by Andrea Hepner.  

Trinity received a statement on a savings account that the Board has kept for a long time.  The Board feels like the account should be closed and moved to the checking account.  A motion was made by Robby Asberry for Trinity Addington to take care of closing the account and moving it to the checking account and seconded by Andrea Hepner.

Select Committee Report

The Indoor Tournament for the benefit of the Wellness Center will be held on January 8, 2011.  The committee has been working with Dr. Paithi in getting things lined out for the tournament.  There might need to be some help from the Rage parents but not sure at this time.  Jimmy Hepner is hoping that we can continue this tournament every year after we see how things go this year.  There will be Rage tryouts on July 31st and August 7th.

Registration Forms Committee

Fall 2010 Forms are printed.  The ones that need to be mailed just need to have the labels put on them and put in the mail.  On the first day of school the forms are going to be distributed.

Field Day will be held August 7th and have several things planned for the children.  Deanna will be emailing the board with duties that we need help with on this day and getting with Trinity on the cost of everything.

Bank of Ohio County Day has been talked about being held on the first day of rec. games if at all possible.  There will be more discussion at the next meeting to make final decision.

New Fields Construction Committee Report

The fence is up and looks good.  The gates are not very strong but may keep people from trying to go on the fields.  The Sprinkler system is installed and set to run on Sundays and Wednesdays.  Jimmy Hepner is not sure on the exact progress of the bridge and will check with Sandrick about that.  Greg Boyd is going to talk to David Jones on the lights and where we are on them.

Fields Committee Report

Stephen Fulton has been researching goals and nets for the new fields.  He has found a couple good ones but is going to continue to research before purchasing.  A motion was carried by Toby Rock to allow the Fields Committee to spend $2500 on purchasing new goals, nets, and possibly wheels for the larger goals and seconded by Robby Asberry.
